Prep Time: 20 minutes            Servings: 24 cookies

   24 prepared sugar cookies

   12 large marshmallows; cut in half for the body

   12 mini Reese's peanut butter cups; cut in half for the hat

   12 ounces. White candy melts

   48 miniature chocolate chips for the eyes

   48 pretzel sticks for the arms

   24 orange jimmies or you can use orange gel for the nose

   Sparkling sugar or sprinkles; optional

1.  Prepare your favorite sugar cookie recipe or you can also use store-bought prepared sugar cookies. Have your toppings ready so you can work quickly!2. In a microwave safe bowl, melt the white candy melts according to the instructions being careful not to overheat the candy. 3. Place half of a large marshmallow on top of the cookie for the snowman's head, leaving some room for the hat.  Spoon some melted candy melts onto the marshmallows and cookies, completely covering the marshmallow and spreading towards the cookies' edge.4. Before the candy starts to harden, press the Reese's peanut butter cup halves to 
the top of the marshmallows for the hat.5. Add two mini chocolate chips to form the eyes.6. Add an orange Jimmie to form the nose.7. Add two pretzel sticks to for the arms.8. Sprinkle sparkling sugar on top.

9. Let the cookies sit for at least 20 minutes to harden before serving. Enjoy!
